In October there is Red Ribbon Week, Walk to 
School Day, Fire Safety, Bullying Prevention, CyberSecurity, and Healthy Lung Awareness 
just to name a few. Our preschool will be doing various activities to bring awareness so be 
on the look out for more info to come. In the meantime, please take notice of a few health 
and safety concerns the teachers and myself are focusing on this month and every month: 

 Bring your child, not the germs! Please refrain from bringing your child to school 
when you notice he/she is not feeling well. Not only does this put everyone else at 
risk, but your child can’t thrive in the classroom when he/she is not feeling at best. If 
the preschool staff finds your child is too sick to stay at school, especially in the case 
of a fever, you will be called to pick your child up early. 

 Please keep hold of your preschooler when entering and leaving the school, including 
the parking lot. For their safety, children should always be in the care of an adult 
while on school premises. Also, when entering/exiting the building, please make sure 
the door is completely closed behind you, this lowers the risk of an unwelcomed per-
son entering our building.  

 Please make sure to only sign your child in or out at the exact time you are actually 
dropping off or picking up. Also, your child will only be released to adults (18 and 
over) who are listed as authorized. If you need to add someone to the list, please let a 
teacher know.
